Sewers are asked to craft the stoles, which
by tradition are long decorated strips of cloth

worn by religious leaders. The stoles will be
used by the approximately 300 people who
will lead worship services at the Assembly.
The two-sided, reversible stoles, with
multicolored hands on one side and green
hands on the other reflect this year's
General Assembly theme, "...for the Healing
of the Nations" (Rev. 22:2) and depict hands
raised for healing and hands raised in
prayer.
